“In a more cautious consumer spending environment, our performance reflects both the resilience of our
business model and the growing demand for our services that keep families safe, connected, and provide
peace of mind. As a trusted daily essential for millions, we are uniquely positioned to support families
through uncertain times—and beyond.”

Life360 Chief Financial Officer Russell Burke added: “Life360 demonstrated continued strong growth and
meaningful margin expansion in Q1, with total revenue of $103.6 million — up 32% year-over-year — while
keeping total operating expense growth to 23% Yo, This operational discipline drove Net Income of
$4.4 million, our tenth consecutive quarter of positive Adjusted EBITDA', and our eighth consecutive quarter
of positive Operating Cash Flow.
